Other entrees include roasted Amish chicken for $21, Niman Ranch lamb for $30 and live Boston
lobsters, priced by the quarter pound.

Special Carter Green menu features include a chef’s tasting, with 12 courses for $50, and the Prime
Rib Club every Monday night, offering prime rib prepared in British fashion with tangy horseradish-
cream sauce and rich au jus for $18 to $23.

Leading Carter Green Steakhouse’s culinary team is Chef Matthew Kallinikos, who joined Island
View Casino Resort in 2007, most recently serving as room chef for the property’s C&G Grille.
“From the open kitchen, to the Gulf view, Carter Green will offer a truly unique atmosphere in which
guests can enjoy our cuisine, made with the finest ingredients and full of robust flavors,” said
Kallinikos. “We are following the classic steakhouse traditions, but giving our dishes an inspired
Carter Green interpretation that will make every meal memorable,” the multi-award-winning chef
added.

The restaurant also features the Bubble Bar, an intimate lounge serving cocktails and bite-sized
appetizers. And when bubbles fill the room, the next round of beverages are half price.
